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Revolving Fund Loans - Criteria
Purpose

To assist Units, Districts, Divisions and Counties/Islands with the cost of either initiating, or completing a building or maintenance project for the use of, or in furtherance of the activities of, Girlguiding South West England eg:

· Acquiring a new building

· Maintenance, repair or improvements to existing buildings

· Purchase of necessary equipment for a building

· Maintenance, repair or improvement of existing equipment

The Loan

· Loans are interest free and will not normally exceed £2000.  

· The loan period will not normally exceed 5 years.

· Girlguiding South West England will normally allow one loan for each project.

· Each loan must be guaranteed by two private guarantors.

· A formal Agreement will be drawn up which will outline the financial penalties and consequences for the guarantors in the event of failure to repay the loan.

How to Apply?

Applications forms and sample loan agreements can be obtained from the Executive Administrator, St Ann’s Manor, 6-8 St Ann Street, Salisbury, Wiltshire, SP1 2DN.

The Chief Commissioner and Chairman of Finance and General Purposes Sub-Committee will consider all loan applications.
