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Leadership and Training Grant
Criteria For Grants 
Purpose

1. To assist Senior Section Members, Guiders and Commissioners from all Counties and Islands to apply for a grant towards the costs of attending trainings and conferences organised either by Girlguiding UK or Girlguiding South West England at a venue recognized and approved by either Girlguiding UK or Girlguiding South West England.

Only trainings where the participant is either able to gain a recognized qualification or leadership development will be considered.

2. To pay travel costs for Channel Island Trainers leading trainings in the other 14 Counties/Island.

How to Apply

1. Senior Section Members, Guiders and Commissioners who wish to apply for a Leadership and Training grant should contact the Executive Administrator for an application form.  Please call 01722 329306 or email jennif@girlguiding-southwestengland.org.uk 

2. A grant of up to but not exceeding 33% will be awarded in approved cases after adjusting to take account of any other grants received.  The grant will be based on the following costs:

· Travel costs

· Event fee

· Accommodation and food (if it is not included in the event fee).  Accommodation may include outdoor or indoor accommodation; for indoor accommodation, the maximum cost allowed will be the cost of a shared room

3. Please note that members attending County/Island training weekends are excluded from applying for Region leadership and training grants.

4. Completed application forms should be submitted with a copy of the flyer/notice for the training/event, and/or an invoice/bill showing the cost.

5. Grant applications will not normally be considered outside the Sub-Committee.

6. Retrospective grant applications will not normally be considered.  

7. The Finance and General Purposes Sub-Committee meets 4 time a year, usually in late January, mid-March, late May and early October.  

Completed application forms should be submitted a minimum of 3 weeks before the Finance meeting.  The Executive Manager should be informed if the deadline for applications cannot be met. 

8. Grant payments for approved applications will be paid in advance of the training or event.  The successful applicants will be asked to provide a Certificate of Attendance within one month of attending the training or event.  

If the applicant is unable to attend the training or event she will be asked to return the grant.  In exceptional circumstances the repayment of a grant might be waived.

Channel Island Trainers
1. Grants towards the travel costs of Channel Island Trainers leading trainings in the other 14 Counties/Island will be paid on submission of expense claim forms by Channel Island Commissioners to the Executive Manager.  Grants will be paid to a maximum of £250 per annum for each Channel Island.  Expense claims forms can be obtained from the Executive Manager.

2. The deadline for the submission of expense claims forms for the year is 1 December.
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
